POLLUTION CONTROL

Responsible for the regulation
of major polluting processes for
the more complex industrial
sites. Authorisations are issued
for processes setting conditions

for compliance specified for
Integrated Pollution Control (IPC).
This sets out release limits to air,
water and land. The authorisation
will require improvements and

may from time to time need to
be varied. Compliance with the
authorisation is continuous and
requires frequent inspections to
ensure conditions are being
adhered to. Responsible for
authorising and registering the
keeping and disposal of
radioactive substances, limiting
the quantity of material stored
and controlling releases to the
environment.
