o f  farm  land near rivers o r  the sea. Parks and gardens m ay also be 
affected .

Red W a rn in g
A w arn in g  o f  serious flood in g  affecting  m any p roperties, roads and 
large areas o f  farm  land, l-arge nu m bers o f  parks and gardens may 
also be affected .

I f  there  is a risk that flo od in g  could  occu r from  a river, flood  
w arn in gs w ill be  issued for the area affected . It is your 
resp on sib ility  lo  take appropriate steps to protect y ou rself and 
you r property .
